This UNESCO World 
Heritage site rests in the Swiss countryside. The cobbled Old 
Town section is so well preserved that residents who lived 
here 500 years ago would still find it familiar today. As arrival 
times will vary, there is no scheduled sightseeing today. Spend 
the day as you wish, exploring the city independently. This 
evening, join your fellow travelers for a welcome dinner 
featuring local cuisine.

Day 6: Monday, June 14, 2027 Bern - Vaduz, Liechtenstein - 
Innsbruck, Austria En route to Innsbruck, make your way 
through Liechtenstein, the smallest German-speaking 
country in the world and the only country to lie entirely within 
the Alps. Spend some time in this tiny capital and wander the 
winding cobbled streets of Mitteldorf, Vaduz’s little old quarter 
and walk down Stadtle, the center of Vaduz, referred as “small 
town” by the locals. Continue towards Austria, and savor a free 
afternoon to settle into the beautiful city of Innsbruck.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you’re an on-
the-go traveler. You don’t want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn’t a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven
surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of 
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights 
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for
travelers who require mobility assistance devices.

Salzburg’s Old Town does not allow coaches to access the center. You
should anticipate walking at least 0.5 miles to reach the Old Town for the
start of your day’s touring and lunch.
